AFTER SCHOOL CLUB 
Our After School Club delivers high-quality childcare from 3:20 PM to 6:00 PM for children aged 4 to 11. We create 
a safe and secure environment where qualified staff, experienced in providing engaging play activities, care for 
your child. 
 
We offer a diverse range of activities tailored to meet the individual needs of each child, including crafts, sports, 
table top games, and outdoor play. Children have access to technology, outdoor areas, musical instruments, and 
a variety of toys and games.

BOOKING A PLACE 
To reserve a regular place for your child, please complete the booking form. 
Cancellation Policy: A minimum of one month's paid notice is required to cancel a booking. If notice is not 
provided, you will still be charged for the reserved place. 
Absences: Please note that all absences must be paid for, regardless of the reason. 
Confidentiality: The waiting list and fee book are confidential. 
If you have any questions or need assistance, please feel free to speak with our staff. 

 
ATTENDING THE CLUB 
When children first join the Breakfast or After School Club, we allow them to settle in at their own pace. 
Pre-Visit: We encourage parents or carers to visit the After School Club with their children shortly before their 
start date. This visit provides children with the opportunity to explore the Club and ask any questions they may 
have. 
Registration: It also allows parents to complete any necessary registration paperwork with the Club if this has not 
yet been done. 
 
PAYMENTS 
Fee Agreement Form: Upon registration, you will be required to complete a fee agreement form. 
Payment in Advance: All fees must be paid in advance. Please note that failure to make timely payments may 
result in your child losing their place in the programme. 
Payment Methods: 
Fees can be paid conveniently through Arbour. 
Childcare vouchers are also accepted as a method of payment. 
Government Choices Scheme: If you are experiencing difficulties with payments, please do not hesitate to speak 
to our staff in confidence for support. 
 
COLLECTION 
Collection Time: Children must be collected by 6:00 PM. 
Late Collection Fees: If you are unable to collect your child by this time, a late collection fee of £5.00 will be charged 
for every 15 minutes thereafter.
