HISTORY

It helps pupils develop a strong understanding of chronology, both within Britain and across the wider world. We aim for every child to leave with secure knowledge of important historical periods, influential individuals and how past events continue to shape life today. We also encourage curiosity and an understanding that history can be viewed and interpreted in different ways.
Our curriculum is delivered through a clear, progressive structure from Early Years through to Year 6. Learning begins with children exploring their own lives and personal history, gradually expanding to wider historical contexts. This approach helps pupils build a connected and meaningful understanding of the past.

· EYFS: Personal experiences, family history, and significant life events 
· Year 1: The 1960s (including Ruby Bridges, The Beatles and the Moon Landing) 
· Year 2: The Victorians and the Great Fire of London

A key feature of our curriculum is History Week, an annual event that deepens pupils’ engagement with historical themes. Each year, children explore topics such as the local history of Rainhill or significant global events like World War II. Through hands-on activities and visits to local heritage sites, pupils gain a deeper and more meaningful understanding of history.

Separation and divorce

How to help children deal with divorce or separation?
Separation may involve bad feelings between the parents and their families. Children can pick up on this, which may make them confused or unhappy – or even blame themselves for a break-up.
To support children during a separation and help them with their worries, you should:
· remind them that they're loved by both parents
· be honest when talking about it but keep in mind the child's age and understanding
· avoid blame and don't share any negative feelings the adults have about each other
· keep up routines such as going to school and specific meal times and try and work together as parents to ensure routine is consistent for the child/children. 
· let them know they can talk about their feelings with you – explain that it's okay to be sad, confused or angry and remind them of trusted adults in school they can talk to.

Y6 SATs WEEK

This year, Y6 SATs week will commence on Monday 11 May. The timetable below shows the statutory tests that all children will undertake. It is essential that your child is well rested before this week so that they have the greatest chance of achieving their potential. During the week please itself, ensure your child goes to bed at an age appropriate time and is off devices at least 1 hour before bedtime. Children must be in school each day and on time as the tests start first thing each day. Please make sure your child eats breakfast before leaving the house. Should you have any concerns, please do not hesitate to speak with your child’s class teacher.

Parents will be given their child’s scaled score and whether they have reached the expected standard set by the Department for Education (‘NS’ means that the expected standard was not achieved and ‘AS’ means the expected standard was achieved). 
The range of scaled scores available for each KS2 test is:
· 80 (the lowest scaled score that can be awarded)
· 120 (the highest scaled score)
The expected standard for each test is a scaled score of 100 or more. If a child is awarded a scaled score of 99 or less they won't have achieved the expected standard in the test. The Department for Education expects at least 65 per cent of children to reach the expected standard.


	
Y2 SATS

Y2 SATs will take place during the month of June during our whole school assessment week. As Y2 SATs are non-statutory, schools are free to manage the timetable and administration so that they are completed in a low-stress, low-key, age appropriate way; some children won’t even be aware they’ve taken them!

Children will complete the following tests:
KS1 reading 
The reading test for Y2 is made up of two separate papers: Paper 1 is a selection of texts totalling 400 to 700 words, with questions interspersed. Paper 2 is a reading booklet with a selection of passages totalling 800 to 1100 words. Children write their answers in a separate booklet. Each paper should take around 30 minutes, but children are not strictly timed, as the tests are not intended to assess children’s ability to work at speed. The texts in the reading papers cover a range of fiction, non-fiction and poetry, and get progressively more difficult towards the end of the test. Teachers have the option to stop the test at any point that they feel is appropriate for a particular child.

KS1 maths 
The Y2 maths test is made up of two papers: Paper 1 (arithmetic, worth 25 marks and taking around 15 minutes) and Paper 2 (problem-solving and reasoning, worth 35 marks and taking 35 minutes, with a break if necessary). Question types include multiple choice.

In order for children to achieve their potential it is important that children are having an age appropriate amount of sleep and are off devices at least 1 hour before bedtime. Please also ensure that your child eats breakfast before school each day.
