NEW FOR SEPTEMBER 2021: CHANGES TO PE UNIFORM 

 
In response to feedback at our most recent Parent Forum, from September 2021 we are making 

changes to our PE T-Shirt and introducing an alternative to the current PE hoody. 
 

The PE T Shirt will be one colour: navy blue. Feedback from parents is that the current white T-Shirt is 
difficult to clean and stains remain. Children can continue to wear the white T-Shirt if they have one

Feedback from parents is that some children struggle to remove the current hoody over their head.
