David went to school in Surrey, where his love of dressing up grew and his love
of acting began. He was also on the school swimming team. At age 11, he acted
in his first school play wearing a dress and made everyone laugh. This was
the moment he knew that what he wanted te do with his life was make people
iﬂllgah..

David had a successful TV career and his own TV show. But he wanted to write
a book about how it's OK to be different. In 2008, he published ‘The Boy in
the Dress’ about a boy who loves football and wearing o

dresses. The book sold over half a million copies.

David has now written twelve chapter books for children
and six picture books for younger readers. Some of his
most famous books are ‘Mr Stink’, ‘Billionaire Boy' and
‘Gangsta Granny'. His books are often illustrated by Tony
Ross, who also illustrates the ‘Horrid Henry' books.
